Yet these people
accounted for only one dis-
trict worker in three.  Most
— by a 2 to 1 majority — do
not work with their hands
in skilled and unskilled
jobs.  Instead, they hold
sales, clerical, managerial
or professional positions.

Dec. 23, 1788 — Mary-
land passed an act to cede
an area ‘‘not exceeding ten
miles square’’ for the seat
of the national govern-
ment; about two-thirds of
the area became the Dis-
trict of Columbia.   

Dec. 23, 1823 — The

ney from 23-year-old Ronald
Herrick and implanted it in
Herrick’s twin brother,
Richard.   

Dec. 23, 1968 — Some 82
crew members of the U.S.
intelligence ship Pueblo
were released by North
Korea, 11 months after they
had been captured.   

Dec. 23, 1975 — Richard
S. Welch, the Central Intel-
ligence Agency station
chief in Athens, was shot
and killed outside his home
by the militant group
November 17.   

Dec. 23, 1986 — The
experimental airplane Voy-
ager, piloted by Dick Rutan
and Jeana Yeager, complet-
ed the first nonstop, non-
refueled round-the-world
flight as it returned safely
to Edwards Air Force Base
in California.
