NEW BERLIN — Formal charges are soon
expected to be filed following two different mid-
dle school students allegedly bringing BB guns
into New Berlin West Middle/High School
early last week.

New Berlin Police Captain Mike Glider con-
firmed Wednesday that two different students
were taken into police custody and booked on
Dec. 6.

Charges have been referred to the Waukesha
County District Attorney’s Office for both stu-
dents. One student is expected to be charged
with disorderly conduct and intimidating a
witness. The second is expected to be charged
only with disorderly conduct.

Glider confirmed that there were a total of
two different incidents involving BB guns
being brought to New Berlin West that did hap-
pen in the same week.

Charges had not been filed for either student
in Waukesha County Circuit Court before dead-
line. 

According to a press release sent out by
School District of New Berlin administrators
last week, school officials had no reason to
believe there was ever any threat to school safe-
ty.

Additional staff resources were made avail-
able to students who wanted to talk about
school safety with an adult.

“We are extremely disappointed that this
occurred and will continue to investigate why
it did,” according to the release. “That said, we
are incredibly grateful for the several students
that brought this situation to our attention.
This is another example of how ‘see something,
say something’ is an important part of keeping
all of our schools safe.”

New Berlin West’s school resource officer
worked alongside city police to investigate
these incidents.
