BROOKFIELD — On Mon-
day, U.S. Rep. Jim Sensen-
brenner, R-Menomonee
Falls, announced the nomi-
nations of students from
Wisconsin’s Fifth Congres-
sional District for appoint-
ments to the U.S. service
academies.

Nominees are designated
as “principal” or “alter-
nate.” Principal nominees
who meet academic, physi-
cal and medical standards
set by each academy are
guaranteed an appointment
to that academy. Alternate
nominees compete for avail-
able slots should any princi-
pal nominees choose not to
accept or fail to qualify for
their appointment. Addi-
tionally, alternate nominees
are part of a pool of appli-
cants from which the
academies select the incom-
ing class.

The United States Mer-
chant Marine Academy does
not differentiate between
principal and competing
alternate nominations.

This year, Congressman
Sensenbrenner nominated
thirty-four students, includ-
ing four principal nominees.

MILWAUKEE — The
social architecture firm
NEWaukee is expanding its
program for young profes-
sionals in the Milwaukee
area dubbed YPWeek into
28 new communities.

Among those 28 commu-
nities are the city of and
county of Waukesha, the
firm announced Tuesday. 

Modeled after a program
started by NEWaukee in
2012 to provide a weeklong
series of events focusing on
discovery, adventure, and
meaningful conversations
about the issues that matter
to young professionals in
the Milwaukee area, the
statewide program will run
April 20-27, with each com-
munity presenting a vari-
ety of programs that
empower young profession-
als to take ownership and
pride in their hometowns. 

In Waukesha, the city will
partner with the Waukesha
County Business Alliance
to showcase the “amazing
things Waukesha has to
offer young professionals,”
a press release states. 

“As YPWeek Wisconsin
continues to expand, we
look forward to having a
more united voice and rep-
resentation of what it
means to be a young profes-
sional in Wisconsin and
how our communities and
employers accommodate
this workforce,” said
Angela Damiani, CEO and
co-founder of NEWaukee,
in a press release. 

The statewide initiative is
also slated to feature the
2018 Bubbler Awards: Best
Places to Work for Young
Professionals in Wisconsin.
The Bubbler Awards are
designed to shine a light on

companies that have made
great strides to accommo-
date the interests of a shift-
ing workforce.

The evaluation centers on
what millennials are look-
ing for in today’s work-
place, including: competi-
tive salary and benefits,
opportunity for advance-
ment, work-life balance,
and employee and commu-
nity engagement. 

The application will close
on Feb.  28 and the winners
will be announced on
March 14.

Young professionals week
expanding into Waukesha 

Sensenbrenner announces 2018 
service academy nominations
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OCONOMOWOC —
Oconomowoc High School
teacher Danielle Chaussee
has always had a love for
sharing and learning other
people’s cultures and lan-
guages. While her earliest
path didn’t lead her in the
direction of teaching, the
experiences she has taken
part in throughout her life
have helped her share a
firsthand knowledge of dif-
ferent parts of the world
with her students.

“I’ve always loved learn-
ing Spanish and speaking
Spanish and being able to
communicate with other
people,” said Chaussee.
“Knowing another lan-
guage is a bridge between
people. I think the very
first class I taught cement-
ed it for me.”

Chaussee graduated
from college with a degree
focused on Spanish and
shortly after joined the
AmeriCorps program. She
was placed in a program in
Austin, Texas that dealt
with domestic violence. It
was there that she realized
her love for nonprofit
work. From Texas, she
moved back to Wisconsin
to work with another
domestic violence program
in Appleton. After taking a
break from her job to fig-
ure out what her next
career move would be, she
decided to visit Mexico and
take some language class-
es. 

“I met some Spanish
teachers and I thought this
is really what I want to be
doing,” said Chaussee. 

After another round of
schooling and acquiring
her teaching certificate,
Chaussee landed in the
Oconomowoc Area School
District, which she says
she had only heard positive
things about. 

She has been with the
district for 15 years. At
OHS, she teaches different
levels of Spanish and
works with other teachers
through the school’s
involvement in the Global
Education Achievement
Certificate program, which
is offered through the
Department of Instruc-
tion. OHS students in this
program take a different
approach to learning as
they engage in projects, co-
curricular activities and a
20-hour service project that
help them become global
citizens. 

Chaussee has traveled to
26 countries and territo-
ries, both for work and
leisure, so she is readily
available to share stories
from around the globe with
students.

“I see it all as being con-
nected with empathy,” said
Chaussee. “I think it’s
extremely important and

we are working so hard to
build empathy and teach
students to recognize
that.”

GEAC students also get
the chance to voyage
across the globe. In past
years, Chaussee has
accompanied them to
Africa, where they helped
build a school in the
Andes. They soon plan to
visit Peru to provide assis-
tance to the indigenous
populations. Right now,
there are around 85 stu-
dents in the GEAC pro-
gram with over 20 staff
mentors. Chaussee says
that one of the best parts of
the program is how many
teachers were excited to
step up. This is only the
second year GEAC has
been in place.

“I think the most reward-
ing thing is seeing them
{students} own their lead-
ership and own what
they’re doing,” said
Chaussee. “They gain a
sense of awareness and
pride in what they’re
doing.”

She explained that the
GEAC program continues
to grow in different ways.
For the first time this year,
student leaders have
helped organize a Martin
Luther King Jr. assembly.

Chaussee says being
among students and teach-
ers who are so engaged is
the best thing about work-
ing at OHS.

“Everyone makes it work
and I’m just so happy to be
in this environment,” she
said.
