June 26, 1948
Thomas Edward Varner,

22, of the Metropolitan
church here narrowly
escaped death yesterday
afternoon when a steel drum
on which he was welding
exploded in his face. He
received a deep 3-inch cut on
his right forehead and was
blown backward to the pave-
ment unconscious. ... 

The drum which exploded
was an old anti-freeze con-
tainer that had been
“empty” for several years.
But it evidently contained
some slight remains of an
old alcohol mixture. This
drum was one of several that
had been used under a float
out on Lake Nagawicka
where the young people
enjoy swimming and pic-
nicking each summer.

64years ago

June 26, 1954
The GI Bill that became

effective 10 years ago this
week provided three things:
(1) guaranteed loans for
homes, farms and business-
es, (2) education and train-
ing at Government expense,
and (3) allowances for peri-
ods of unemployment.
When the president signed
the bill he said, “this law
gives emphatic notice to the
men and women of the
armed services that the
American people do not
intend to let them down.”
Because of their education
and training these veterans
raised their income level to
the point where they are
now paying an extra billion
dollars a year in income
taxes to Uncle Sam.
Through the GI loan pro-
gram veterans have proved
themselves to be among the
best financial risks in the
country.

June 26, 1483 — Richard
III began his reign as King of
England (he was crowned
the following month at West-
minster Abbey).   

June 26, 1917 — The first
troops of the American
Expeditionary Force
deployed to France during
World War I landed in St.
Nazaire.     

June 26, 1948 — The
Berlin Airlift began in
earnest after the Soviet
Union cut off land and water
routes to the isolated west-
ern sector of Berlin.    

June 26, 1959 — Presi-
dent Dwight D. Eisenhower
joined Britain’s Queen Eliza-
beth II in ceremonies offi-
cially opening the St.

June 26, 1963 — Presi-
dent John F. Kennedy visited
West Berlin, where he deliv-
ered his famous speech
expressing solidarity with
the city’s residents, declar-
ing: ‘‘Ich bin ein Berliner’’ (I
am a Berliner).   

June 26, 1977 — Elvis
Presley performed his last
concert at Market Square
Arena in Indianapolis.   

June 26, 1993 — Presi-
dent Bill Clinton announced
the U.S. had launched mis-
siles against Iraqi targets
because of ‘‘compelling evi-
dence’’ Iraq had plotted to
assassinate former Presi-
dent George H.W. Bush.   

June 26, 2008 — The U.S.
Supreme Court struck down
a handgun ban in the Dis-
trict of Columbia as it
affirmed, 5-4, that an indi-
vidual right to gun owner-
ship existed. Juan Alvarez,
who triggered a 2005 rail dis-
aster in Glendale, Calif., by
parking a sport-utility vehi-
cle on the tracks, was con-
victed of 11 counts of first-
degree murder. (Alvarez was
later sentenced to 11 consec-
utive life terms.)   

June 26, 2013 — In decid-
ing its first cases on the
issue, the U.S. Supreme
Court gave the nation’s
legally married gay couples
equal federal footing with all
other married Americans
and also cleared the way for
same-sex marriages to
resume in California. New
England Patriots tight end
Aaron Hernandez was
arrested in the shooting
death of Odin Lloyd; Her-
nandez was convicted of
first-degree murder.
