Tenacious turkey goes viral

PEWAUKEE — Just in time for
Thanksgiving, a local turkey has
become internet-famous. In a
viral Facebook video with about
2.5 million views, the turkey fol-
lowed and circled a United States
Postal Service mail carrier’s
vehicle as he delivered the mail

in the Takoma Hills neighbor-
hood. 

“The turkey is making our car-
rier a star,” said Bob Sheehan, a
USPS customer relations coordi-
nator. 

That carrier was 42-year-old
Jeff Byrne. In the video, Byrne
drove up to each mailbox and
carefully accelerated past the
curious turkey, leaving it behind,
until it quickly caught back up

when the vehicle paused at resi-
dential mailboxes. 

Byrne has learned to be patient
when the bird blocks his route.
He first encountered the turkey
over the summer, but has been
dealing with its antics for almost
a month.

“With that turkey, I’ve learned
to let it pass,” said Byrne. “It’s a
little bit of a nuisance.”

The nearly 2-minute long video

posted by Sherry Michaels
showed the turkey as it relent-
lessly sprinted toward the carri-
er. At one point, it even ventured
into the center of the road as it
recklessly made its way across
the front of the vehicle. 

“He runs after the mail truck
everyday,” commented Facebook
user Amanda Beschta.
